Events at Abersoch, East Lothian and Stokes Bay will be indicators for selection to the RYA National Squad.

Event at……………. is expected to be one of two indicators for an RYA International Grant.

1. ORGANISING AUTHORITY : The Nationwide Series will be organised by the International Topper Class Association (GBR) in conjunction with the Sailing Club hosting each event.

2. RACING RULES : Racing will be governed by the 2005-2008 Racing Rules of Sailing, prescriptions of the I.T.C.A. and any other such instructions determined by the host Clubs.

3. ADVERTISING : The Topper Class is governed by Category C of Appendix 1 of the ISAF Advertising Code.

       4.   LIABILITY AND INSURANCE : Competitors are entirely responsible for their own safety, 

             whether afloat or ashore, and nothing reduces this responsibility. It is for competitors to decide 

             whether they are competent, and their boat fit, to sail in the conditions pertaining in any race. By 

             launching, or going to sea, competitors confirm that the boat is fit for the conditions and that the 

             helm is competent to sail and race in them. 

Nothing done or not done by the organisers can reduce the responsibility of the owners and / or the competitors, nor will it make the organisers responsible for any loss, damage, death or personal injury, however it may have occurred, as a result of the boat taking part in the racing. The “organisers” encompass everyone helping to run the event.

The provision of patrol boats does not relieve the owners and competitors of their responsibilities. The fact that the race committee may conduct inspections of a boat for compliance with class rules does not reduce the responsibilities of the competitor as set out above.
Each owner/person in charge is responsible for ensuring that the competitor and boat sailed in this event hold adequate third party insurance to cover a minimum of £ 2,000,000. 

The organisers do not accept any liability for any misuse or abuse which may be made of photographs taken at this event, whether by photographers authorised by the organisers or not.

4. ENTRY RESTRICTIONS : Only current members of a National Topper Class Association may enter any of the events. You may join at Registration. The person and boat stated on the entry form for each event will be the only person that shall compete in that boat at that event.

Members of the host club who are not members of a National Topper Class Association may sail at the discretion of the club but they will not be eligible for any prizes presented by ITCA(GBR). 

All boats will be allocated and must display a 2006 Championship Number. It is the responsibility of the competitor to obtain and fix the Championship Numbers to the sail according to the instructions given. Should a problem arise with the placement of the Championship Number, the positioning will be decided by the Chief Measurer or the Principal Race Officer or a member of the Topper Class Committee.

5. ENTRY FEE AND REGISTRATION : Entry for each event will be accepted from competitors 

during the morning of the same day as the start of the first race on completion of the entry form, receipt of the appropriate entry fee and with presentation of a National Topper Class Association membership card unless a member of the host club (or upon completion of joining forms). There will be reduced entry fees for entries received before 14 days prior to the event. See website for details and to download the appropriate entry forms.

6. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS : These are available on the ITCA(GBR) class website and any supplementary sailing instructions will be given in writing at Registration and/or displayed on the event notice board.

7. RACING PROGRAMME : It is intended that 6 races will be sailed at each event.

             One discard will be allowed after 4 races are completed. 

             The first start on the first day of each event will be no earlier than 11.00am. 

8. COURSES : The course to be sailed will be announced at the briefing and/or in the Supplementary Sailing Instructions. This amends Standard Sailing Instruction 12.1.

9. SCORING : The low points scoring system of Appendix A will apply.

10. PENALTIES : Penalties will be taken in accordance with Rules 44.1 and 44.2. Scoring penalties (44.3) will not apply.

11. MEASUREMENT : Random measurement checks may be carried out during the event at the discretion of the Race Committee. 

12. ONE SAIL RULE : Only one sail may be used at each event. Should this be damaged, a written request to use an alternative sail must be made to the Race Officer. Sails other than those supplied by Topper International Sailboats may not be used.

13. SUNSAIL TOPPER NATIONWIDE SERIES SCORING: At each event, provided a single race is completed, the competitors overall position will be his/her score for that event.

       If 3 events or less are completed, the results of all the events will be counted.

       If 4 or 5 events are completed, competitors will be allowed to discard their worst score. 

       If 6 events are completed, competitors may discard their two worst scores.

14. PRIZES :
      Prizes will be awarded at the conclusion of each event at the discretion of the host club, ITCA (GBR)and 
Sunsail.

Three new racing sails will be awarded to the first three places in the series.

One sail will be awarded to the first female unless she finishes in the top three. In this event the sail will be given to the person lying in fourth place.

The sails will be awarded at the ‘Dinghy Sailing Show 2007’.

      There is also expected to be a Sunsail holiday for 2 people for 1 week in Greece in 2007 for the        
overall winner of the Series and another similar holiday will be awarded by a prize draw to one of  the 
competitors who has completed the Series.

15. SUNSAIL TOPPER NATIONWIDE PERFORMANCE LADDER: The results of the Sunsail Topper Nationwide events will be utilised to create a rolling ‘performance ladder’  4 out of 6 events will count.  This ladder will be maintained on the Class website.
